% For undergraduate programs (freshmen), students will spend their first year in the Global Interdisciplinary Major, where
they will study Korean language and basic liberal arts courses. During this time, they will explore potential majors,
participate in extracurricular programs, and receive academic counseling. Based on the results of this exploration and
career guidance, students will then advance to their desired major from the second year onwards.
